 A huge crowd gathered to hear Jesus teach and towards the evening, some of 
His disciples suggested that He send the people away so that they might go to 
the nearby villages and buy something to eat. 
 
But Jesus replied, ñThat isnôt necessary ð you feed them.ò ñImpossible!ò they 
exclaimed. ñWe have only five loaves of bread and two fish!ò  ñBring them here,ò 
he said.  Then he told the people to sit down on the grass. And he took the five 
loaves and two fish, looked up toward heaven, and asked Godôs blessing on the 
food. Breaking the loaves into pieces, he gave some of the bread and fish to 
each disciple, and the disciples gave them to the people.  They all ate as much 
as they wanted, and they picked up twelve baskets of leftovers.  
[Matthew 14:16-20] 
 
Humanly speaking, it was impossible. Who would even begin to try to feed that 
many people with only five loaves and two fish? Who would even think that it 
was possible? Who would even try? None of the disciples thought that it was 
possible and none of us would either. Yet so often we forget that with God, noth-
ing is impossible. With God, five loaves and two fish are more than enough to 
feed the multitudes as much as they want and to have baskets full of leftovers. 
 

What is the impossibility in your life right now? What is it that is tempting you to 
throw up your hands and cry outï ñImpossible!ò ? We must never forget that 
what appear to be obstacles for us are opportunities for God. Take what you 
have and give it to God. Put your five loaves and two fish in His hands and be-
lieve that He is able. It might surprise you what happens next.  

 

It has been a great summer at Unity and by the time you receive this newsletter 
we should be in the midst of our 27th Anniversary Revival with Brother Carroll 
Roberson leading us. I hope that you will make an effort to be part of each excit-
ing night of services. 

Itôs difficult to imagine but in the 27 years of existence, I have had the blessing of 
serving 18 of those as your Pastor.

I desire to do your will, O my God; your law is within my heart". (Psalms 40:8)  
 
It is official; itôs been over a year since God moved us to Unity.  Itôs really hard to believe it has been a 
year but it was this time last year that I sat on the beach during our vacation writing my first article for our 
newsletter.  Déjà vu, here I am again.  I am back on the beach and writing the August article. 
 
God has been so very good to us; we have seen a lot of things happening at Unity with the youth, and 
His church in general.  We were overwhelmed when we returned from the mission trip and received the 
love offering that was taken in our absence to assist with finishing the youth room renovation.

We 
want them to realize and live a life that reflects that partial obedience is not obedience.  Itôs easy for 
people to talk ourselves into disobedience by impatience, rationalization and by fooling ourselves into 
believing that because the world accepts wrong behavior that it is OK for us.  We have all sinned and 
live in a sinful world surrounded by sinful people; our youth are bombarded with negative influences 
daily.  We need to understand the impacts these negative influences can have.  When we do fail, what 
do we do?  In addressing the church at Ephesus God, through John, tells them, 4Yet I hold this 
against you: You have forsaken your first love. Remember the height from which you have fallen! 
Repent and do the things you did at first. If you do not repent, I will come to you and remove 
your lampstand from its placeò Revelation 2:4 -5.   When we fail itôs time to turn around and start 
over, realizing where our obedience and first love should be.  With that love and obedience we can 
find that there is great pleasure in doing Godôs will.   Continue to pray for our youth, their strength and 
growth in the Lord.

8, Second Annual Water Wars Blast. ï We will leave after Sunday morning service and head off to Charles and Hollyôs for an 
afternoon of cookout and water games fun.
