Throughout scripture we find a variety of titles used to help describe the 
church.  The church is often called: a branch and a bride, a flock and a family, a 
habitation and a household, an assembly of the saints and an assembly of the 
upright.  In Ephesians, the Apostle Paul calls it the Body of Christ. 

ñé growing in every way more and more like Christ, who is the head of his 
body, the church.  He makes the whole body fit together perfectly. As each 
part does its own special work, it helps the other parts grow, so that the 
whole body is healthy and growing and full of love.   (Eph 4:15-16 NLT)          

The Body of Christ is a good title for the church because it helps us to under-

stand both our órelationshipsô and our óroles.ô  

Becoming a part of the Body of Christ brings us into two very important relation-
ships.  First , there is our relationship with Christ.  Scripture says that the head of 
the body of Christ is Christ Himself.  As the pastor, I am not the head, nor is the 
chairman of the deacons, nor even our oldest member.  Christ is our head and 
we are His body.  Knowing that Christ is our head gives us great confi-
dence.  Markôs gospel says of the early church, ñAnd the disciples went every-
where and preached, and the Lord worked through theméò  Of course the 
Lord worked with them, He is now their head and they are now His body.  

But not only do we have a special relationship with Christ as our head, we also 
have a special relationship with each other as fellow members.  Paul wrote to the 
Corinthians, ñThe human body has many parts, but the many parts make up 
one whole body. So it is with the body of Christ.   We have all been baptized 
into one body by one Spirit, and we all share the same Spirit.   If one part 
suffers, all the parts suffer with it, and if one part is honored, all the parts 
are glad. All of you together are Christôs body, and each of you is a part of 
it.ò (1 Cor 12:12-13, 26-27 NLT) 

ñAll of you together are Christôs bodyéò  All of us ï together  ï are Christôs 
body.  All of us - not one of us or some of us, but all  of us . . . together ï not in-
dividually or independently, but together . . .  are Christôs body ï not my body nor 
your body, but Christôs body.

We need to maintain our service 
focus year round! 
 
The December visit to Kenwood was really good; I appreciate Sherry Wilson and the other adults so much for working 
with the puppet show and childrenôs Christmas program.  The residents thoroughly enjoyed the presentation.  Mitchell 
Arms read the Christmas story while the other youth prepared the stage for the show.  What a blessing. 
 
We will begin year 2010 with a fun ski trip to Winterplace West Virginia.  Stay tuned for a year of ministry and youth 
activities that will be coming up.  Your, ñHisò youth are ñAliveò and will be even more so with your prayers and support 
during 2010.
